The Virgin Birth of our Lord Jesus is not incidental.  It is fundamental.  Let’s look at three important aspects of it:

1.  The Sacred M                     of His Birth.

2.  The Saving M                          of the Virgin Birth

Luke 2:8-14

Our dominion was lost in/by a man.  And the only way it can be returned to us is by another man: the Lord Jesus.  All of us today are represented by one of two men: Adam or Jesus – in Adam all die, in Jesus all live (1 Cor. 15:22).  In a manner of speaking there are really only two men that ever lived: we’re part and parcel one or the other – Adam or Jesus.

Why the virgin birth?  He came to earth that we might go to heaven.  The whole purpose is wrapped up in the substitutionary death.  Isaiah 53:6 says, “All we like sheep have gone astray.  We have turned everyone to his own way; and the Lord hath laid on Him [on Jesus] the iniquity of us all.”
