Fear and faith are inseparably linked together.  Fear sees God’s
power, holiness, and justice.  Faith sees God’s lovingkindness, grace, and

mercy.  The fear of God is not a cringing dread of God.  It is love on its
knees in prayer, humility and repentance.

“Humility and the fear of the Lord bring wealth and honor and life.”

Proverbs 1:7, “The fear of the Lord is the

beginning of knowledge, but fools despise wisdom and discipline.”

3.  Godly W                      .  Proverbs 9:10, “The fear of the Lord is the

beginning of wisdom.”

4.  Godly C                                   .  Proverbs 15:16, “Better a little with

the fear of the Lord than great wealth with turmoil.” 

5.  Godly W                      .  Psalm 5:7, “But I, by your great mercy, will

come into your house; in reverence/fear will I bow down toward your holy

temple.” 

6.  Godly S                              .  Psalm 85:9, “Surely his salvation is near

those who fear him, that his glory may dwell in our land.”

7.  Godly C                                 .  Proverbs 14:26 (HCSB), “In the fear of

the Lord one has strong confidence and his children have a refuge.”

8.  Godly I                           .   Psalm 25:14, “The Lord confides in those

who fear him; he makes his covenant known to them.” 

9.  Godly D                                  .  Psalm 33:18-19, “But the eyes of the

Lord are on those who fear him, on those whose hope is in his unfailing love,

to deliver them from death and keep them alive in famine. ”
